‘T'reasures from the World’s Great
Libraries’ at the National Library of
Australia: a tale of bribery, Brisbane
and Beethoven

The first indication for lenders that “Treasures’ was
the cultural event of the year in Australia was the
announcement that opening times had been
extended to cope with demand. Crowds beyond
the wildest dreams of its organising staff viewed
the exhibition: over 115,000 in total between the
opening of the exhibition on 7 December 2001
and its strangely emotional closmg on 24 February
2002. The NLA had anticipated initially that
conventional opening times (9am-5pm) would
suffice, but i its last weeks the exhibition
remained open from 645am until the astonishing
hour of 5am the following morming. Queves were
constant throughout the day and night, and

generally good-humoured, except on one occasion,

when police were called to deal with disturbances
arising from an accusation of queue-jumping,
Though admission was free, scalpers were soon in
evidence, charging between $200 and $500 for a
ticket. There were stories of guests at the Hilton
paying locals $1000 to stand in line for them.
Security staff spoke of refusing brbes (§200 was
the standard amount) for admission without a
ticket. Visitors came from around Canberra,
Sydney and Melbourne, and in unprecedented
numbers from the furthest reaches of Australia.
They drove down from northemn Queensland; they
flew in from Brishane and Perth. Hotels in

Canberra had vnexpectedly full registers.

Many volumes of comments books were compiled,
with visitors proclaiming the value of their wait.
One man wrote, 5f I see nothing else in the world
T will be content’. After entering at 4.10am, a 14~
year-old wrote, ‘I thought it would be boring to go
with Mum, but T actually learnt something, I’'m
going to sleep now.” One visitor stayed for nine
hours; another added to his wife’s single word
comment, ‘wonderful’, for the first time in 45
years I agree with my wife’. Ominously for staff at
the NLA, many of whom worked extraordinarily
long hours to keep the show going, one visitor
urged, Do it all againl’ There was  high degree of
emotion in the air, induced in part, one suspects,
by lack of sleep. Security staff reported that some
visitors were in tears. One woman from Brisbane
sobbed on camera, it just shows what a great
country this is”,

What provoked such a reaction? Designed to
commemorate 100 years of the National Library of
Australia, the “T'reasures’ exhibition drew on the
resources of 38 major librazies across the word.
Material on show had a broad chronological span:
from an Egyptian Book of the Dead (1991-1633
BCE; lent by the Bibliothéque nationale de France)
to Tolkien’s dust jacket for The Hoblrt (lent by the
Bodleian Library, Oxford); and from oracle bones,
used for divination (1198-1189 BCE; lentby the
National Library of China, Beijing) to the
manuscript of Bessie Smith’s Wasted Life Blyes (lent
by the Library of Congress, Washington DC).
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Trinity College Library lent Jonathan Swift’s death
mask, his manuscript autobiography, and,
appropriately for the venue, the first edition of
Gulliver's Travels, or, to give its full title, Lemae/
Cealliver’s Travels into several remiote nations of the world
(1726).

Visitors were drawn initially by the novelty of the
occasion — this was the first exhibition of its kind
anywhere — and by slick television advertising
provided by one of the exhibition’s sponsors, the
SBS channel, but news of the widespread appeal of
items on view spread rapidly by word of mouth, ‘I
was thinking’, the Canberra Sunday Times wrote on
the last day of the show, “as I looked along a row
of people patient as molluscs waiting for the tide
to turn, that it was a wonderful and encouraging
thing that we would all ... quene to look at pieces
of paper, fragments of scrolls, books and maps
and small artefacts that might explain to us some
small connection with our past, that might make a
tenuous link with some long-dead kindred spint. I
began to imagine payroll clerks looking at wages
recorded in cuneiform; a composer looking at the
Mozart score; a sailor gazing at the lustration of
the port of Rotterdam?’,

(One remarkable feature of visitor reaction was
that, while a number of items were of a highly
visual nature, most attention seemed to focus on
pariicular exhibits, all relatively austere in
appearance but hugely evocative culturally: the
wortking manusctipt of Beethoven’s Eighth
Symphony (lent by the Staatsbibliothek zu Berlin);
the autograph score of Mozart’s Requiem (lent by
the Osterreichisches Nationalbibliothek, Vienna),
opened at perhaps the last page written by Mozart
before his death; the manuscript of Finstein’s
‘BE=mc?% The Most Urgent Problem Of Our Time’
(from the Jewish National and University Library,
Jerusalem). Many visitors lingered over entries in.
the Warsaw telepbone book for the year 1939, the
only evidence in many cases for the existence of
what the exhibition catalogue chose to term
‘displaced’ persons.

A catalogue of the exhibition, entitled Treasures from
the World's Great Libraties, was published by the
National Library of Australia in 2001.

AMARC Spring Meeting in
Aberystwyth

The venue for the AMARC Spring Meeting on
Tuesday, 16 Aprl 2002, was The National Library
of Wales at Aberystwyth, where a one-day course
was held entitled “Word and Image — Manuscripts
and Art at the National Library of Wales”, The
delegates were welcomed by Gwyn Jenkins,
Ditector of Collection Services, who outlined a
major development in the public areas of the
Library, provisiomally known as the Visitor
Expetience, which has been facilitated by 2 £2.4
million grant from the Heritage Lottery Fund and
an extra £1 million from the Welsh Assembly.

The first speaker was Daniel Huws, a former
Keepet of Manuscripts at the Library and well-
Imown in AMARC circles, who. gave a
characteristically Johnsonian introduction to the
lluminated manuscripts held at NLW, part of the
Welsh national collection of manuscripts,
explaining how, why and when they were acquired,
and emphasising their significance in a wider
international context. His paper, which was richly
Mlustrated with slides, was further enhanced by an
exhibition, arranged by Dr Ceridwen Lloyd-
Morgan, of some of the Library’s most important
illuminated manuscripts.

The morning’s proceedings ended with a concise
introduction to the Hengwrt Chaucer CD-ROMby
Dr Maredudd ap Huw. This most important
Chavcer manuscapt of the Canterbury Tales,
Peniarth 392D, dating from about 1400, is now
available on CD-ROM, the result of a partnership
between NLW, the Canterbury Tales Project and
Scholardy Digjtal Editions.

After lunch, the delegates listened to two
presentations, again illustrated with slides, on the
papers of Welsh artists which are held at the
Library. Ceridwen Lloyd-Morgan spoke of the

_archives of Gwen and Augustus John, the

renowned Tenby-hom brother and sister, touching
upon the ways in which those papers were acquired
by the Library and also how the information
contained in them has added to our knowledge of
their varied and unconventional lives. The second
paper, by Rhiannon Michaclson-Yeates, outlined
the life and work of Lily Whaite, daughter of the
artist Clarence Whaite who set up 4 community of
artists at Betws-y-coed in the late nineteenth
century. Lily Whaite is noted for her partin the
formation and running of the Gwynedd Ladies” Art
Society. A selection of paintings by Lily Whaite was
on view after the lecture, kindly lent for the
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occasion by the artist’s grandson, Mr Dravid
Mortimer-Jones.

The formal meeting ended with an introduction by
D Paul Joyner to a database of 4,000 framed
works of art which NLW has placed on its website
(http:/ / cairsweb llgc.orguk/). This important and
varied collection spans several centuries and
inchides excellent examples of landscape,
portraiture and genre pictures. The remainder of
the afterncon was spent visiting the exhibitions
which had been arranged to complement the day’s
papers. The next meeting will be on 1 July at
Merton College, Oxford, when the subject will be
‘Manuscripts in the time of Sir Thomas Bodley’,

The study of manuscripts and
reproduction rights

The Burean of the Comité Intenational de Paltographie
Lating writes:

“In recent years Iibraries, archives and museums
have increasingly often begun to ask fees before
allowing any photography and authorising the
photographic reproduction of graphic materials
(Le. manuscrpts, printed books, documents,
epigraphical inscriptions, inscriptions in paintings,
etc.), which are in their charge.

If a substantial number of reproductions are
needed to illustrate a piece of research, the charges
imposed are often too heavy to be bome by the
individual scholar with access only to the limited
funds available for research in the humanities, This
financial constraint has some undesirable
consequences: scholars may abandon the idea of
providing an adequate number of illustrations for
their work; a scholar may not even undertake a
piece of research, if illustrations are indispensable
for it {as they usually are in the fields of
palacography, codicology and diplomatic); fmally,
the libraries which make the highest charges end
by discouraging scholars and so betray their
essential duty to support scholarly research on
their collections.

The Burean of the Comité Intemational de
Paléographie Latine therefore would much
apprediate it if institutions of national and local
government, as well as the curators of private
libraries and aschives, would undertake that no
publication fee over and above the cost of the
actual photography would be charged for studies

of a scholarly and non-profit making nature (apart
from anything else, it is paradoxical that such
financial penalties should be exacted on rescarches
which enrich the scholady understanding of
Iibraries and other collections but bring no
financia! benefit to their authors).

Only in this way can future research be freed from
economic restraint and the way be opened for a
better understanding and appreciation of the
collections of the institutions concemned.”

New Study of Concert Programmes

The Music Libraries Trust has provided £1,000 to
finance a scoping study for a national online
Union Catalogue of Concert Programmes held in
the United Kingdom and in the Republic of
Ireland. Dr Rupert Ridgewell, 2 Curator of the
British Library Music Collections, will carry cut the
study between now and July 2002.

Concert progranmes are a primary source of
information for historicat and musicological
research. For many years, music librarians and
researchers have been aware of the difficulties of
finding out what programmes exist, where they are
held and what their contents are. Collections of
programmes, large and small, wide-ranging or very
specific, are to be found in libraries, public
archives, collections of music societies and concert
venues, and in numerous private collections.
Finding the details of one concert, or of
performances of one work across a range of
concerts, is time-consuming or simply impossible,
Archival collections represent a potentially vast
untapped source for concert programmes from the
eighteenth century onwards and they will often
include unigue material not held elsewhere.
Printed and manpscript concert programmes may
be found in the archives of concert-giving
institutions, performers, composers, ecclesiastical
institotions, music clubs, schools, publishers, and
private collectors or music lovers. Concert
programmes are a unique source for the studying
musical life at a grass-roots level and significant
information may also be gleaned from manuscript
annotations by critics, musicians, composers and
collectors.

The ultimate purpose of the projectis to

~ document all significant sources of concert
programmes archived in the UK and Ireland, both
institutional and private, with a view to improving
access to them and ensuring their long-term

preservation and exploitation for historical and
musicological research. The scoping study wil
survey work already done in this area, produce a
methodology for the longer-term project, provide
estimates of scale and cost, identify cataloguing
and IT requirements, evaluate conservation needs
and suggest strategies for the discovery of further

collections.

The Guilford Project: Report on a
Work in Progress

The Guilford Project, launched by The British
Library in June 2000 with the aim of producing 2
modemn catalogue of the 603 manuscripts acquired
in 1830 by the British Museum from the collection
of Frederick North, 5th Eaxl of Guilford (now
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Additional MSS 8220 - 8823), is marching
forward. The manuscripts mainly relate to Italian
states and their relationships with other countries
in the 16th-18th centuries.

But among the conventional chronicles, historical
papets and diplomatic relations, which include
among them some bestsellets of their time such as
Marco Foscarini's Relazione of Savoy, the
collection contains some unpredicted and
unknown jewels, such as anonymous late
Byzantine romances and love poems
{Addittonal MS 8241), proceedings of the Holy
Inquisition (Additional MS 8690), antograph
letters by Lorenzo Magalotti (Additional M3
8775-8776), an. unpublished catalogue of the
collections of the Medicis, Grand Dukes of
Tuscany (Additional MS 8795), the Alxandrinae
Mensae Deseriptio offered by Vincenzo Stampa to
Philip 11 of Spain to accompany Cardinal Bonelli’s
precious gift of a table in pistrz durw (Additional
8797), and the autograph copy of Father Matteo
Ricci’s Treatise sn Friendship in Chinese and Italian
(Add. 8803). .

Medieval manuscripts in the Guilford collection
include a beantifully flaminated copy of Vivalde
del Beleazer's compendium of D propristatibus
rernm by Bartholomaeus Anglicus (Additional MS
8785), Roges Bacon’s collection of scientific,

- mathematical and alchemical works (Additional
MS 8786); and printed pamphlets and texts, which
have been described in collaboration with Eady
Printed Collections.

Thanks to the generosity of The Gladys Krieble
Delmas Foundation, funding for a third year
devoted to further research and the publication of
the printed version of the catalogue has already
been granted to the Guilford team. For more

The New Centre for Palaecography in

the School of Advanced Study

The Centre for Palacography was formally
established within the School of Advanced Study,
University of London, as a programme of the
School in 2000. The Centre, under its director,
David Ganz, Professor of Palaeography, King’s
College London, aims to continue and build upon
the work of the Palacography and Diplomatic
Teachers’ Group, an informal meeting set up in
1994 by Professor Diana Greenway. ‘The Centre’s
pincipal objectives are to foster research in
Palaeography, Diplomatic and Manuscript Studies
within the University and elsewhere; to provide a
forum for academic discussion and the exchange
of knowledge and ideas; and to work to enhance
national and intemational awareness, appreciation
of and access to the collections related to
Palacography and Manuscript Studies housed in
the University of London Library.

The Centre is responsible for the organisation of
an Annual Palacography Lecture (given this year
on 28 January 2002 by Professor M.B. Parkes,
FBA, on ‘Scobes in the English Book Trade
during the Fifteenth Century’) and the running of
the long-established L.ondon Medieval
Manuscripts Seminar, as well as 2 week-long
Summer School (for details of this year’s summer
school, see Conferences and Events, above).
